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Key Maths objectives:

Year 3 will begin the term with place
value in mathematics: the children will
develop their understanding of number
value up to 1000, rounding, estimating
and comparing numbers within 1000.

Through the term, they will then develop
their 4 operations: addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division. They will
explore the fundamental principles of
each operation through concrete and
pictorial support before learning the
formal written methods.

Although we will be following the White
Rose Scheme, Mathematics will also be
linked to our class topic. The children
will explore the Rainforest themed
Maths in a variety of ways throughout
the term.

Our Geography this term will be directly
linked with South America and the
rainforest.

Computing:

Our focus this term is ‘Connecting
Computers’. We will develop our
knowledge of how computers are made,
how they help us and how computers are
connected to not just our individual use,
but to each other — including the ‘network’
at school.

Key Science objectives:

The Autumn term will see Year 3 learning
about Animals and their habitats.

The ‘Birdman’ will introduce us to birds of
prey, their life cycles and where they live in
the world. We shall make direct links with
the Rainforest and begin our journey of both
animal and plant discovery.

Our scientific enquiry skills will incorporate
investigating classification: we shall learn
about Carl Linnaeus and how he used
classification and taxonomy to sort new and
old species. Year 3 will discover why this
method became so important throughout
the world.

Maths homework will be linked to our current learning in Maths. Year 3 can also practice multiplication
using Times Tables Rockstar.

We would also encourage reading 4 x per week and to discuss what they have read with an adult.
