Key writing objectives:
Fiction: Poetry

Year 2 will start off the term by learning about
Shirley Hughes's poems from our key text. We
will also explore the beautiful illustrations and
investigate the outdoors to collect nouns and
adjectives to describe what we can see, hear,
smell and feel. We will use this to inspire our
own simple poetry.

Fiction: Setting description

We will continue to use Shirley Hughes's work
as well as a range of other texts and media to
inspire our own setting descriptions.

Non-fiction: information

Later on, Year 2 will look at examples of
instructional texts before writing their own.
We will explore features such as: imperative
verbs (bossy words), bullet points, spellings and
subheadings. This will be linked to our science
work on the four seasons.

Key reading objectives:

Year 2 will be focusing on different types of
texts and using questions focusing on VIPERS
(vocabulary, inference, prediction,
explanation, retrieval and sequencing) to
help them to deepen their understanding of
what they are reading.

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Key maths objectives:

Year 2 will be focusing on place value and
how to partition numbers into tens and ones
and to be able to record this.

We will use models including: part whole
models, bar models and equipment such as
base ten to represent different numbers.

Year 2 will also focus on using their number
knowledge to solve addition and subtraction
problems, including word problems.

Some key language we will be learning is:

Altogether, more than, less than, equal to,
subtract, addition, total, part whole, tens,
ones.

Geography:

In Geography we will be consolidating our
Science learning and focussing on weather
patterns around the world, finding out where
the equator is and learning and using the
compass directions.

Key Science objectives:
Seasonal Changes

We will be learning about the different
seasons and why they happen when they do.
We will be looking at how seasons and
weather patterns effect the natural world
and our own day to day lives.

Computing:

Our first unit is called ‘Technology around us’.
We will be developing our understanding of
technology and how it can help us. We will
become more familiar with the different
components of a computer by developing our
keyboard and mouse skills, and also start to
consider how to use technology responsibly.

History: childhood through time

We will be looking at childhood and toys from
the Victorian period and comparing this to our
own childhoods and toys we have now. We will
also look closely at the Victorian period, who
Queen Victoria was and how changed that
happened then still impact our lived now!

Music:

In music, we are going to listen to a range of
high gquality songs from different genres and
discuss how they make us feel. We will learn a
‘blues’ song and learn how to play a single note
on the glockenspiel. We will then put all of our
skills together to perform a blues piece.
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Art:

In art we will be exploring Hannah Hoch and
the art of Victorian photo collages. This links
to our topic ‘Childhood through time' where we
investigate how Victorian childhood changed
and influenced our own time. We will use
different materials to create our own
Victorian photo collages and investigate what
made them so popular!
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PSHE: PE:

This term, Year 2 will be thinking about how Class 2 will have PE on Mondays and Tuesdays
people can be friendly towards each other.

RE:

Our focus this term is ‘Who is a Christian and
what do they believe?” We will begin to
understand what Christians believe about God
and about Jesus as the Son of God. We will look
at stories about Jesus and stories that Jesus
told. We will also find out why prayer is
important and learn about the Lord's prayer.

Homework expectations:

Year 2 will have weekly spelling on Spelling Shed, the logins for this will be stuck on the back of
their reading records. They will also have a maths summary sheet that highlights key learning, new
vocabulary and models and gives some optional ideas for how you could support at home. The maths
summary sheet will be sent out on alternate weeks (fortnightly).

Ideas to support at home:
You can support your child at home not just with their homework tasks.

Thinking about our science topic, children could keep a diary of the different kinds of weather we
have had recently, do they notice any patterns?

Linking our History topic, you could ask other members of your family what sort of toys they ahd
when they were children, are their holidays and school lives different compared to yours?

Maths is all around us - asking your child about the different shapes they see and describing them
will support geometry skills. Keep practicing number bonds with your child and encourage them to
use Hit the Button - a super site for doubles, 2 and 10 x tables and number bonds up to 10 and
20.
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
