drum beat

A recent study has suggested wild
chimpanzees communicate by
showing off their 'signature’ drum
beats, through drumming on tree
roots, with their own individual style!
Scientists, who studied chimps in the
Ugandan rainforest, found that the
animals used their signature
drumming rhythms to communicate
with each other over long distances,
revealing where they are, and what
they are doing. Dr Catherine Hobaiter
from the University of St Andrews
explained that the wild apes use huge
tree roots as a large wooden surface
to drum on with their hands and feet,
“If you hit the roots really hard, it
resonates and makes this big deep,
booming sound that travels through
the forest. We could often recognise
who was drumming when we heard
them; it was a fantastic way to find
the different chimpanzees we were
looking for. So, if we could do it, we
were sure they could too."
