Remote education provision: information for parents

[bookmark: _heading=h.1fob9te]The remote curriculum: what is taught to pupils at home
[bookmark: _heading=h.3znysh7]A pupil’s first day or two of being educated remotely might look different from our standard approach, while we take all necessary actions to prepare for a longer period of remote teaching. Your child will already have a login to Purple Mash. 

What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
Your child’s teacher will have a range of activities which you can access online or at home straight away. For up to three days children should choose from these activities and each day they should complete:
· A literacy activity
· A maths activity
· A topic activity 
· An active challenge
These will be shared with you via Class Dojo or on Purple Mash. If your child has a reading book at home, they should also read their book. The activities can be completed online or on paper and uploaded onto Purple Mash or Class Dojo.


Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
Our curriculum approach will focus on the core skills of reading, writing and maths alongside nurturing the varying needs of children’s emotional and mental welfare. Where children are learning at home while other children in their class remain at school, home learning in these core subjects will cover the same objectives as those who remain in school.  
Personalised learning using online and home learning packs will be provided for those pupils identified on the school provision map. Their progress is checked through weekly phone calls from a member of staff.
There are some identified gaps in pupils’ learning which can be effectively developed through home learning. Sometimes the objectives taught in class are not easily replicated through home learning and when this is the case, these gaps will be addressed instead through the provision of alternative activities:
Reading fluency, accuracy and stamina 
Number facts and quick recall and application of calculation methods.
Verbal reasoning and problem solving skills
Ability to write simple and compound sentences that are correctly punctuated
Ability to write for a purpose
Non negotiables – spelling, times tables
Recall and application of known sounds to decode words
Stamina and resilience – working routines, patience and emotional stability

Approaches to curriculum design beyond the core subjects including rationale:
Children will continue to access other subjects each day, with a non-core subject being set, as well as physical challenge. A creative activity will also be set and an opportunity to reflect on some of the key themes of collective worship that week.

Children will have regular opportunities to interact with their teacher so that staff can support with learning as well as emotional well-being.

How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
	English
	A daily lesson is set (45 mins KS1, 1 hour KS2)

	Maths
	A daily lesson is set (45 mins KS1, 1 hour KS2)

	Topic
	One area of the curriculum is set each day, though some lessons will be expected to be completed over several days. (45 mins KS1, 1 hour KS2)



In addition children are expected to complete the following daily:
	Spelling practice
	(KS1 15 mins, KS2 20 mins)

	Reading
	(KS1 10 mins, KS2 20 mins)

	Art/movement/creative activity
	Chosen from the links provided
(KS1 20 mins, KS2 30 mins)


Collective worship will be available via Class Dojo.
Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
Children will be set work via Purple Mash with additional general activities available on Class Dojo. 
Staff will provide telephone support to help children access home learning. Where practical, online drop in sessions will also be provided.

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:If children do not have access to a device, parents should make school aware of this as we have a number of devices available to use at home upon completion of a loan agreement. Alternatively, hard copies of work will be provided, and families can also request exercise books or stationery is required.



How will my child be taught remotely?
Work will be provided through Purple Mash. Children will also be able to access Class Dojo where they can upload any creative work they have done or photos. 
On the school website there are a list of other useful resources which can be used to support learning at home.





Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
 Teachers will provide videos to support the introduction of new concepts and there will be regular opportunities to check and consolidate learning. 
On the website there is also information about helping your child to keep safe online. Parents will also be signposted to resources via Class Dojo.
We understand that where parents are working from home, children’s learning may need to fit around this, so we have no expectation that children start or finish work at a set time. However, it is expected that children will complete work each day. If a child does not upload or complete any work for a day, the Safeguarding lead will phone to check the welfare of the child and to offer support so that children can access online learning. If children are ill and unable to complete work, parents should phone school to report this in the morning in the normal way.

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
Teaching staff will oversee academic progression for the duration of the remote learning period and will mark and provide feedback on work.
All schoolwork completed through remote learning must be:
Returned on or before the deadline set by the relevant member of teaching staff.
Completed to the best of the pupil’s ability.
Teachers will provide feedback for completed pieces of work.

How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:

Teaching staff will contact parents if their child is not completing their schoolwork or their standard of work has noticeably decreased.
Teaching staff will monitor the academic progress of pupils with and without access to the online learning resources and discuss additional support or provision with the headteacher as soon as possible.
Teaching staff will monitor the academic progress of pupils with SEND and discuss additional support or provision with the SENCO as soon as possible.
The school uses a variety of formative assessment and feedback methods, e.g. through quizzes and other digital tools.






Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:Where a pupil is being educated at home we are providing a range of online activities using Purple Mash. As well as additional resources provided by SSSEN (DCC SEN Service) The school and SSSEN have provided advice and guidance on the work being sent home or made available and parents/carers can contact school staff if they need any further information or have any queries or questions.
The decision about what work is sent home and its regularity, is determined by the class teacher and SENCO and is based a consideration of the special educational needs of each individual and the most appropriate approach, materials and methodology. In usual circumstance teachers are responsible and accountable for the progress and development of all the pupils in their class. 
The school will support the home learning of pupils with SEND as follows:
Liaising with the school’s IT support to ensure that the technology used for remote learning is accessible to all pupils and that reasonable adjustments are made where required.
Ensuring that pupils with EHC plans continue to have their needs met while learning remotely, and liaising with the headteacher and other organisations to make any alternate arrangements for pupils with EHC plans and IHPs.
Identifying the level of support or intervention that is required while pupils with SEND learn remotely.
Ensuring that the provision put in place for pupils with SEND is monitored for effectiveness throughout the duration of the remote learning period.
Teachers will ensure the programmes chosen for online learning have a range of accessibility features, e.g. voice-to-text conversion, to support pupils with SEND.
Lesson plans will be adapted to ensure that the curriculum remains fully accessible and inclusive via remote learning.
The school will review the resources pupils have access to and adapt learning to account for all pupils needs by using a range of different formats.  
Work packs will be made available for pupils who do not have access to a printer – these packs can be collected from school by prior arrangement. 
Teaching staff will liaise with the SENCO and other relevant members of staff to ensure all pupils remain fully supported for the duration of the remote learning period. The SENCO will arrange additional support for pupils with SEND which will be unique to the individual’s needs, e.g. via weekly phone calls. 
Any issues with remote learning resources will be reported as soon as possible to the relevant member of staff.





Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
If a child needs to self-isolate, the pupil can access remote learning immediately on Purple Mash which will be relevant to the programmes of study for their yeargroup or developmental stage.
Within two days of isolation this work will closely replicate the objectives being covered in class that week so that the pupil does not fall behind. This curriculum will be planned, coherent and well-sequenced, allowing skills to be built incrementally.
Staff will provide frequent, clear explanations of new content through high quality curriculum resources, including through educational videos.
They will assess progress by using questions and other suitable tasks and be clear on how regularly work will be checked.
Staff will adjust the pace or difficulty of what is being taught in response to questions or assessments, including, where necessary, revising material or simplifying explanations to ensure pupils’ understanding.
Any programme that is of equivalent length to the core teaching pupils would receive in school, and will include regular contact with teachers.
Senior Leaders will follow up contact with parents where pupils fail to engage with their online learning, and/or where parents fail to respond to class teacher emails.
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
